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KNAU hosts a high-level delegation from Finland

The Kyrgyz National Agrarian University, KNAU, hosted on 17 January 2018 H.E. Ambassador Mikko
Kivikoski, and a parliamentary delegation from Finland, Mr Ville Skinnari and Mr Kari Kulmala, and the
Honorary Counsel of the Kyrgyz Republic to Finland, Mr Petri Numminen, the Honorary Counsel of
Finland to the Kyrgyz Republic, Mr Anvar Prazdnikov.

During the meeting, Rector Nurgaziev recognised the long-term partnership with the University of
Eastern Finland, which was enacted already in 2009 through the Food and Agriculture Organisation,
FAO, and their work on fisheries and aquaculture development, funded by the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Finland. KNAU and UEF have continued collaboration by developing fisheries and
aquaculture curricula with the support of FAO. Currently, the two universities are collaborating on
capacity building efforts to develop fisheries and aquaculture education in the Kyrgyz Republic,
through the FishEDU project, aiming at training of trainers, development of course material and
improving and developing training infrastructure at KNAU. The FishEDU project is funded by the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs through the Higher Education Institutions Institutional Cooperation
Instrument (HEI ICI).

During the meeting, the delegation participated in the inauguration of the KNAU Aquaculture Centre,
supported by the FishEDU project that is envisaged to act as a resource centre for fisheries and
aquaculture education, not only in the Kyrgyz Republic, but also in the Central Asia Region.

H.E. Ambassador Mikko Kivikoski commended the efforts of the two universities: “FishEDU is a very
significant project for the development of fisheries and the aquaculture sector in the Kyrgyz Republic.
The results of the project are visible already, for instance, opening of the aquaculture centre. Hopefully
during our next mission to Kyrgyzstan we’ll see more activity in the newly opened Aquaculture Centre,
and new achievements of the FishEDU project”.

The two universities have earlier implemented a mobility and intensive course programme through
the CAFEIN (Central Asia Finnish Education Institutes Network) project, which was also funded by the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Finland through the North-South-South Network Partnership
Programme. The initiatives of the two universities have been streamlined to support the achievement
of the Sustainable Development Goals, SDGs, particularly SDG 4 for quality education , SDG 2 for zero
hunger and SDG 1for no poverty.

Member of Finnish Parliament Ville Skinnari emphasised the partnership between Central Asia and
Finland, and the importance of investment in research and science, “Central Asia is a strategic partner
of Finland in achieving the Sustainable Development Goals,” he said.
